WHEREAS, the Streets Committee of the Council of the City of Amherst, Ohio, at a meeting
held on June 5, 2017 met to consider the matter of the amendment of Part Nine — Streets and
Public Services Code, Title One — Street and Sidewalk Areas, by amendments to Chapter 903 -
Sidewalks; and

WHEREAS, the Streets Committee voted to take the matter to the floor of Council: and

WHEREAS. the Council of the City of Amherst deems it desirable for the public welfare and
safety of persons within the City to amend Amherst Coditied Ordinance Part Nine - Streets and
Public Services Code. Title One — Streets and Sidewalk Areas, by amendments to Chapter 903
- Sidewalks.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Amherst, County of
Lorain, State of Ohio:

design standards, plans, specitications and building code standards.

903.99 PENALTY.

(a) Whoever violates any provision of this chapter, or any eftective rule or
regulation promulgated hereunder, or fails to comply therewith or with any written
notice or written order issued hereunder, or whoever refuses to permit lawful entry by
the City or their representatives, and whoever interferes with, obstructs or hinders such
attempt to make a lawful inspection or repair, shall be tined not more than three
hundred dollars ($300.00) for each offense. Each day any such violation of this chapter
is committed, continued or permitted shall constitute a separate offense.

(b The imposition of any penalty shall not preclude the Law Director from
instituting an appropriate action or proceeding in a court of proper jurisdiction to
prevent an unlawful repair or maintenance; or to correct or abate a violation. or to
prevent the compliance with the provisions of this chapter, or other applicable laws,
ordinances, rules or regulations, or the orders or determinations of the Building Official
or the Board.

The Superintendent of Utilities shall have the power to require all exterior and
service wires to be placed and maintained as provided for in this chapter, and on written
notice from the Superintendent of Utilities to any corporation, partnership, association
or individual. or agent thereof, calling for the correction or removal of any wires or
poles or electrical apparatus of any kind, maintained contrary to the provisions of this
chapter, the same shall be immediately removed or corrected by such corporation.
copartnership, association or individual. or agent thereof, controlling, managing or
owning such wires, poles or apparatus.

(a) and (b) herwof, installed at the time vl cunstruction, All existing buildings requiring
electrical disevnnects as provided in subsections (a) and (b) hereof shall have such
disconnects installed it the existing service is changed or updated

(1) All electrial services rated at 400 amps. 3 phase, and 400 amps.
single pluise. and lower shall have an outsile disconnect. This
shall also include residential dwellings used as a commercial
business. detached buildings from same. and agricultural
buildings.

(2)  Exempt shall be single family residential, 1-2-3 family
residential. and any service rated above 400 amps. unless
otherwise specified by the National Electric Code.  This
subsection (c) cannot be waived for any reason by any other
governing body except as stated in subsection (d) hereof.

(<) There is hereby established the position of back-up Electrical Inspector,
who shall be unclassified as to civil service law and shall be approved by the Director
of Public Safety and Service. The back-up Electrical Inspector shall perform
inspections in the event of the unavailability ot the Electrical Inspector pursuant to
section 4101:7-2 of the Ohio Administrative Code.

(d) The compensation for the position of back-up Electrical Inspector shall
be fifty dollars ($50.00) for each inspection.

Such work shall be done
in conformity with this chapter and the rules and regulations promulgated hereunder
No work shall be done unless all permits, inspections and approvals required by Part
Thirteen of the Codified Ordinances of the City and other applicable City ordinances
are secured. For purposes of this division (b), a person shall be deemed to be an
employee of an owner only if the owner withholds from the compensation otherwise
payable to such person amounts for federal, state and local income taxes
(Ord. O-17- . Passed xx-xx-xx.)

SECTION 16: That section 1336.04 of the Coditied Ordinances of the City of Amherst is
amended to provide as follows:

Application for registration pursuant to this chapter shall be made on forms
provided by the Building Official and shall set forth the name of the applicant. business
name and DBA name if applicable. business address, phone number. social security or
federal 1.D. number, and such other information as the Building Official may require.
